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Jesus was teaching in the Temple when the teachers of the Law brought a
woman to him who had broken the Law. They said to Jesus, “Master, this woman
has broken the Law and should be stoned to death. What have you to say?”
Jesus bent down and started writing on the ground with his finger.

As they persisted with their question, he looked up and said, “If there _

is one of you who has not sinned, let him be the first to throw a stone

at her.” When they heard this they went away quietly, one by one,

beginning with the eldest, until Jesus was left alone with the woman.

Then Jesus asked the woman, “Has no one condemned you?”

“No one, sir,” she replied. “Neither do I. Go, but do not sin any

more,” said Jesus.

What did Jesus say fo the woman? This Sunday’s Gospel reveals the depths of God's mercy and
compassion and the need for each one of us, in our own way, to make a new start with God.
Regardless of our past, each day we are given an opportunity to make a new start. Jesus just
waits for us with the gentleness and patience of God. Lent is traditionally a time for making

a new start. Ask your child if they have made any new starts this Lent. If so, how's it going?
How does their new start help them or others? It may help your child if you mention any new
starts you have made recently - or especially for Lent - and tell them how it's going for you.

God is always ready to help us to start afresh. As Easter approaches, are there any new
starts that we can make with our family, friends or with God? Perhaps we can: remember
to start each morning with a prayer and thank God for each new day and for each
other; make a new start with church; follow Jesus’ example in this Sunday’s Gospel by
being merciful to others. You may also like to choose something new fo start together
that will strengthen your family.

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The time had come for Jesus to go to Jerusalem. He sent two
of the disciples, telling them, “Go off to the village opposite,
and as you enter it you will find a donkey that no one has yet
ridden. Untie it and bring it here. If anyone asks you, ‘Why are
you untying it?’ you are to say this, ‘The Master needs it.’”” They
went off and found everything just as he had told them. So they
took the donkey to Jesus, and throwing their garments over its
back they helped Jesus on to it. As he set off, people spread
their cloaks and branches from palm trees in the road in front
of him. The whole group of disciples joyfully praised God at
the top of their voices for all the miracles they had seen. They
shouted, “Blessings on the King who comes in the name of the
Lord! Peace in heaven and glory in the highest heavens!”

Before sunrise on Sunday morning, Mary Magdalene went to
Jesus’ tomb. She saw that the stone had been moved away from
the entrance and that the tomb was empty. Mary ran to Petfer
and another disciple (John) and said, “*Someone has taken the
Lord out of the tomb and we don't know where they have put
him.” The disciples ran together to the tomb. But John, running
faster than Peter, arrived first and looked into the tomb but
did not go in. Peter, however, went into the tomb and he saw
Jesus' linen burial cloths lying on the ground. He also saw the
cloth that had been over Jesus' head; this was rolled up in a
place by itself. Then John also went into the tomb; he saw and
he believed. Until this moment they had failed to understand
that Jesus must rise from the dead.

What did the crowds spread on the path in front of Jesus? This coming Sunday is
known as Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord. It is the start of Holy Week. This is
the week when the Church especially remembers Jesus' final days in Jerusalem. Palms
will be handed out in Church in remembrance of the welcome and great praise that the
people gave to Jesus when he entered the City. As a family, look at the pictures on
the front cover of this booklet. What do they remind you of or make you think about?
Ask your child what they have been learning at school about the events of Holy Week.

Why wasn't Jesus in the tomb? This week is Holy Week and this coming Sunday is
Easter Sunday. This is the day when the Church throughout the world especially
remembers and celebrates the resurrection of Jesus - his rising in glory. Look at the
picture above. What does it remind you of or make you think about? Ask your child
what they know about Easter Sunday. On this day, people renew their baptismal
promises together in Church. It may help your child if you tell them something else
that you know, or have experienced, about Easter.

Easter Sunday is the greatest day in the Church’s calendar. This day reminds us that
Jesus, the Son of God, offers each one of us a share in his everlasting life and eternal
happiness.
